He is best known as a film historian and
film critic. He has written over 2000 articles on Cinema
in various periodicals. His articles published in British
Magazine Sight and Sound are considered to be of
great significance that won him international acclaim
as a celebrated film critic.

Chidu-da as he is popularly known has made
immense contribution to the Film Society Movement
by his pioneering work as one of the founders of
Calcutta Film Society, and FFSI. His articles in Indian
