Jhalki (Glimpse) is a 2019 Indian Hindi-language
drama film directed by Brahmanand S. Siingh, pro-
duced by Brahmanand S. Siingh and Annand Chavan,
co-produced by Vinayak Gawande and Jayesh Parekh
and co-directed by Tanvi Jain. The film featuring
Boman Irani, Tannishtha Chatterjee, Divya Dutta and
Sanjay Suri, follows a 9-year-old street girl Jhalki, set-
ting out to find her 7-year-old brother against the back-
drop of the child slavery trade.
